	Gnats
	Ex 8:16-19
	Sorcerers couldn't duplicate
	All of Egypt
	Sorcerers said is finger of God

Hardened heart, refusal to listen (8:19)

	Insects
	Ex 8:20-32
	Land "ruined"
	Only on Egyptians, God's people fly-less
	Pharaoh said worship in Egypt,

Deceit, Hardened heart, refusal to listen, refusal to release

	Livestock Epidemic
	Ex 9:1-7
	Lifestyle & livelihood
	All the horses, donkeys, cattle, sheep, goats of Egyptians died
	Hardened heart, refusal to release (9:7)

	Boils
	Ex 9:8-12
	Egyptians couldn't do anything without being reminded
	On man & beasts of Egyptians
	Hardened heart, refusal to listen (9:12)

	7
	Hail
	Ex 9:13-35
	Everything not under cover dies. Flax and barley destroyed but wheat and spelt wasn't ripe yet
	All of Egypt except Goshen
	Deceit, Hardened heart, refusal to listen, refusal to release

	Locusts
	Ex 10:1-20
	Everything left growing by hail
	All of Egypt


	Confession, request for relief, hardened heart !

(10:17, 20)

	Darkness
	Ex 10:21-27
	Darkness that can be felt
	All of Egypt except where Israelites lived
	Bargaining, hardened heart, rejection! (10:24-28)

	10
	Death of Firstborn
	Ex 11; 12:29-42
	Killed first born of people and livestock.
	All the firstborn of Egypt not covered by blood
	"Rise up … get out… go!  (2:31, 40-42)
